The so-called "generation gap” means the difference in attitudes between old and young
people. Such problem has always existed.

Generation gap mostly appears because of the teenagers. They often behave rude against
their parents. The young wear provocative clothes which shock the adults, causing their sharp
negative reaction. Young people are fond of listening to music that is disliked by parents.
Naturally, each generation has got its lifestyle. For example, people who had teenage children in
the sixties could never understand such phenomenon as Beatles. They had known nothing about
rock music before and so they thought of it just as a noise. So facing something new parents do
not approve the behaviour and look of their children and criticize them, telling that "in my youth

children were more polite and quiet”. Sometimes teens even rebel against it.

High education. There are more than five hundred establishments of higher education
with more than two million students in Russia. A large percentage of students take
correspondence courses or attend classes on a part-time basis. Tuition is free and students receive
a monthly stipend, but some universities now charge students for tuition. Undergraduate training
in higher educational institutions usually involves a four- or five-year course of study, after
which students can enrol for graduate training for a one- to three-year term. Graduate students
who successfully complete their courses of study, comprehensive examinations, and the defence
of their dissertations receive degrees "Candidate of Sciences". A higher degree, "Doctor of
Sciences" is awarded to scholars who have made outstanding contributions to their disciplines.

The country's most well-known universities include Moscow M.V. Lomonosov State
University founded in 1755, St Petersburg State University founded in 1819, Kazan' State
University founded in 1804, and Novosibirsk State University founded in 1959. Other important
universities are located in Rostov-on-Don, Nizhny Novgorod, Tomsk, Vladivostok, and

In Russia children begin going to school at the age of seven. First they study at the
elementary school. It lasts three or four years. At the elementary school children get the
elementary education, they learn to read, write and count. From the fifth form the secondary
education begins. Children begin learning different subjects, such as Literature, Chemistry,
Physics, Biology, Computing, Foreign Languages. The nine-year secondary education is
compulsory in our country, but after completing the nine-year schooling pupils face the first
serious decision in their lives. They have to decide either to continue their studies in the tenth
and eleventh forms at a general secondary school, or to transfer to specialized colleges, that is to
say, choose a particular career. Colleges give young people a secondary education plus trade
training. This means that after finishing a college they are both educated and financially
independent, able to go straight to a job. Except general secondary schools there are a lot of
specialized schools, where more attention is paid to a particular subject, mostly to a foreign
language.

Besides, there are many private schools now, where the education is not free of charge.
After finishing school or college young people may enter institute or university to get the higher
education. After finishing the fourth course they get the bachelor's degree and after graduating
from the higher educational establishment — the master's degree. To study is not an easy thing,
of course, but nowadays it is quite necessary to be highly skilled and educated specialist.

Healthy Way of Life
Today we are going to discuss the problems of the healthy way of life and its advantages.
Before speaking on health problems I'd like to tell you some words about the health
services (1) in Russia.
The public health services in Russia embrace (2) the entire population and are financed
by the state budget. The private medical services are steadily expanding (3) and constitute (4) a
certain part in medicine in Russia. Unfortunately (5), because of economic problems in Russia
the government can't afford (6) to make medicine a major item (7) in the state budget.

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There are a lot of problems in Russia but nevertheless medicine is advancing (15) further

lives.

A lot of diseases are preventable (20) through the healthy way of life. A primary public
health goal is to educate the general public about how to prevent a lot of diseases. Public health
campaigns teach people about the healthy way of life — the value (21) of avoiding (22)
smoking, avoiding foods high in (23) cholesterol and fat (24), having a certain amount (25) of
exercise and maintaining (26) a healthy body weight (27).

Is there anything more important than health? | rather doubt it. If your body suffers (28)
from any disorder (29) your mind suffers with the body, too. You can't be good either at work or
at studies. Aches (30) and pains lead to irritation, nervous breakdown (31) and stress. So, the
advantages of the healthy way of life are obvious (32). We must remember that laws of the
healthy way of life — moderate eating and drinking, regular physical exercises, reasonable hours
of work and rest, perfect cleanliness, positive attitude towards people and things around us — lay
the foundations (33) for long happy life.

Radio and TV appeared only in
20th century.

The most exciting and entertaining kind of mass media is television. It brings moving
pictures and sounds directly to people's homes. So one can see events in faraway places just
sitting in his or her chair.

Radio is widespread for its portability. It means that radios can easily be carried around.
People like listening to the radio on the beach or picnic, while driving a car or just walking down
the street. The main kind of radio entertainment is music.

Newspapers can present and comment on the news in much detail in comparison to radio
and TV newscasts. Newspapers can cover much more events and news.

Magazines do not focus on daily, rapidly changing events. They provide more profound analysis
of events of preceding week. Magazines are designed to be kept for a longer time so they have
cover and binding and are printed on better paper.

Yakuts are descended from nomadic tribes. So they live in yurts. However, unlike the
Mongolian felt Yurt, round dwelling of the Yakut is being built from the trunks of small trees
with cone-shaped roof. The walls are arranged a lot of Windows, under which at different
heights are sunbeds. Between them set walls, forming a semblance of the rooms, and in the
centre is tripled Mazanov hearth. Temporary birch —bark yurts can be erected for the summer.
And since the XX century, some Yakuts settle in huts. Their life is connected with shamanism.
The construction of the house, the birth of children and many other aspects of life do not pass

without the participation of the shaman. On the other hand, a significant part of the half-million
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population of Yakuts professes Orthodox Christianity or even adheres to agnostic beliefs. Yakuts
are characterized by social activity, even though their settlements are several yurts located at an
impressive distance. The main social relations take place during the big holidays, the main of
which is the holiday of kumys — Ysyakh. Throat singing and performance of music on the
national instrument khomus, one of the variants of the Jew's harp, are no less characteristic for
the Yakut culture. Yakut knives with an asymmetric blade are worthy of a separate material.
Such a knife is in almost every family. The customs and rituals of the Yakuts are closely related
to folk beliefs. Even many Orthodox or agnostics follow them. The structure of beliefs is very
similar to the Shinto — every manifestation of nature has a spirit and communicate with them
shamans. Laying the Yurt and the birth of a child, marriage and burial is not without rituals.It is
noteworthy that until recently, Yakut families were polygamous, each wife of one husband had
her own household and home. Apparently under the influence of assimilation with the Russians

Yakuts came to the monogamous cell of society.

Why We Drive on the Left in the UK

The “rule of the road” in mainland Europe and the majority of countries in the world,
including the United States, is “to drive on the right”.

In the United Kingdom and some of her former dominions: Australia, New Zealand,
Kenya, Zambia, South Africa, Zimbabwe, some Caribbean Islands including Barbados and St
Lucia, India and Pakistan and the Mediterranean island of Malta the rule of the road remains to
drive on the left. This also applies in Japan and Thailand.

The origin of this rule dates back to how people travelled in feudal societies. As most
people are right-handed, it made sense to carry any protective weapon in this hand. When
passing a stranger on the road, it would be safer to walk on the left, so ensuring that your weapon
was between yourself a possible opponent. Knights would hold their lances in their right hand,
therefore passing on each others’ left.

Revolutionary France changed this historic practice, as part of its social rethink. Their
military general and Emperor Napoleon Bonaparte was left-handed, therefore his armies had to
march on the right, so he could keep his
Sword arm between him and the other advancing enemy. From that time any part of the world
that was colonized by the French would travel on the right, and the rest would remain travelling
on the left.

Outstanding personalities in Russia

The names of many Russian scientists and inventors are known in all parts of the world.
The contribution of many Russian biologists, physicists, chemists, physiologists etc. to the
development of international science is really great. The names of Lomonosov, Mendeleyev,
Sechenov, Popov, Tsiolkovski, Korolev, Pavlov, Sakharov are internationally acclaimed. There
are very many branches of science where the Russian inventors and scientist have made great
discoveries bringing the mankind to the whole new level of its development. 32

The first university in Russia was found by the first Russian philosopher of nature
(natural scientist), historian, painter and literary figure at once. His name was Lomonosov. He
has written many scientific works on different topics: on history, physics, astronomy, biology,

geology, philology, chemistry, mineralogy. He also was a very important statesman.
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The Russian scientist Mendeleyev discovered the Periodic Table of the Elements. It
became the basic law for future discoveries in chemistry. In 1895 the Russian scientist Popov
invented the radio. The names of such great Russian physiologists as Sechenov and Pavlov are
known worldwide.

The scientific theory of space flights was worked out by the Russian scientist
Tsiolkovski. He also called into being a new research field — astronautic science (star
navigation).

The Russian scientist, designer and manager of space system production Korolev
constructed the first artificial satellite. Through his ideas and scientific inventions the first
manned space flight became possible. The Russian spaceman Gagarin was the first human who
orbited our Earth in 1961.

James Prescott Joule, famous British physicist, was born in 1818, in England.

Joule was one of the most outstanding physicists of his time. He is the best known for his
research in electricity and thermodynamics. In the course of his investigations of the heat emitted
in an electrical circuit, he formulated the law, now known as Joule’s law of electric heating. This
law states that the amount of heat produced each second in conductor by electric current is
proportional to the resistance of the conductor and to the square of the current. Joule
experimentally verified the law of conservation of energy in his study of the conversion of
mechanical energy into heat energy.

Joule determined the numerical relation between heat and mechanical energy, or the
mechanical equivalent of heat, using a lot of independent methods. The unit of energy, called the
joule, is named after him. It is equal to 1 watt-second. Together with the physicist William

Thomson (Baron Kelvin), Joule found that the temperature of a gas falls when it expands without
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doing any work. This phenomenon, which became known as the Joule-Thomson effect, lies in

the operation of modern refrigeration and air-conditioning systems.

It was on the 12th of April 1961, when the first flight by man into space took place. Yuri
Gagarin, the first cosmonaut in the world, was a 27- year old Air Force pilot at that time.

The spaceship flew at the speed of 300 miles a minute. That's six times faster than man had ever
travelled before. His flight 108 minutes, but a circuit round the Earth took 89 minutes.

It was a brilliant achievement on the part of our scientists and technologists, and on the
part of Yuri Gagarin who risked his life to achieve a victory for his country and mankind.

This is what Yuri Gagarin said at his press conference: "On my flight the 'day’ side of the
Earth was clearly seen: the continents, islands, seas, and big rivers. Flying over the land | could
clearly see the big squares of fields, and it was possible to distinguish which was a meadow and
which was a forest. | could not see as well as from an airplane, but very, very well though.

| saw for the first time with my own eyes the Earth's spherical shape. | must say that the
view of the horizon is very beautiful. You can see the noticeable change from the light surface of
the Earth to the completely black sky in which you can see the stars. This transition, from light
blue to dark, is very gradual and lovely.

| did not see the Moon. In space the sun shines ten times more brightly than on the Earth.
The stars can be seen very well.

During this state of
weightlessness, | ate and drank, and everything was the same as on the Earth. My handwriting
did not change, though my hand was weightless.

METALS
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Mankind has used metals for centuries in gradually increasing quantities but only now
they are employed in really great quantities.

Today we know more than seventy metals, the majority of which are used in industry.

Of all the metals iron is the most important one. Absolutely pure iron is never prepared
except for laboratory purposes. The irons and steels in use today are really alloys of iron, carbon
and other substances. They can be made elastic, tough, hard, or comparatively soft.

Mechanical properties of metals are the result of their atomic structure. They include
hardness, ductility and malleability which are of special importance in engineering.

Ductility is the capacity of a metal to be permanently deformed in tension without
breaking.

Malleability is the capacity of a metal to be permanently deformed by compression without
rupture.

These properties are similar to each other but not the same. Most metals increase these
properties at higher temperatures.

The strength of a metal is the property of resistance to external loads and stresses.

These mechanical properties are of great importance in industrial purposes because all
parts and units made of iron and steel must meet up-to-date demands.

STEEL

The most important metal in industry is iron and its alloy — steel. Steel is an alloy of iron
and carbon. It is strong and stiff, but corrodes easily through rusting, although stainless and
other special steels resist corrosion.

The amount of carbon in a steel influences its properties considerably. Steels of low
carbon content(mild steels) are quite ductile and are used in the manufacture of sheet iron, wire,

and pipes. Medium-carbon steels containing from 0.2 to 0.4 per cent carbon are tougher and
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stronger and are used as structural steels. Both mild and medium-carbon steels are suitable for
forging and welding. High-carbon steels contain from 0.4 to 1.5 per cent carbon, are hard
and brittle and are used in cutting tools, surgical instruments, razor blades and springs.

Tool steel, also called silver steel, contains about 1 per cent carbon and is strengthened
and toughened by quenching and tempering.

The inclusion of other elements affects the properties of the steel. Manganese gives
extra strength and toughness. Steel containing 4 per cent silicon is used for transformer cores or
electromagnets because it has large grains acting like small magnets. The addition of chromium
gives extra strength and corrosion resistance, so we can get rust-proof steels. Heating in the
presence of carbon or nitrogen-rich materials is used to form a hard surface on steel (case-
hardening). High-speed steels, which are extremely important in machine-tools, contain
chromium and tungsten plus smaller amounts of vanadium, molybdenum and other metals.

Quenching is a heat treatment when metal at a high temperature is rapidly cooled by
immersion in water or oil. Quenching makes steel harder and more brittle, with small grains

structure.
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Tempering is a heat treatment applied to steel and certain alloys. Hardened steel after
guenching from a high temperature is too hard and brittle for many applications and is also
brittle. Tempering, that is re-heating to an intermediate temperature and cooling slowly, reduces
this hardness and brittleness. Tempering temperatures depend on the composition of the steel but
are frequently between 100 and 650 *C. Higher temperatures usually give a softer, tougher
product. The colour of the oxide film produced on the surface of the heated metal often serves as
the indicator of its temperature.

Annealing is a heat treatment in which a material at high temperature is cooled slowly.
After cooling the metal again becomes malleable and ductile (capable of being bent many times
without cracking).

All these methods of steel heat treatment are used to obtain steels with certain mechanical
properties for certain needs.

Academician A.M. Terpigorev is a well-known mining engineer who successfully
combined his practical experience with scientific research. He was bom in 1873 in Tambov. In
1892 he finished school with honoursl and decided to get a higher education. He chose the
Mining Institute in St. Petersburg, passed all the entrance examinations successfully and became
a student of the Mining Institute.

At the Institute he studied the full range of subjects2 relating to metallurgy, mining and
mining mechanics.

At that time students’ specialization was based on3 descriptive courses and elementary
practical training. One of the best lecturers was A. P. Karpinsky. His lectures on historical

geology were very popular.
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During his practical training Terpigorev visited mines and saw that the miners' work was
very difficult. While he was working in the Donbas he collected material for his graduation
paper which he soon defended. The Mining of flat seams in the Donbas was carefully studied
and described in it.

In 1897 Terpigorev graduated from the Institute with a first-class diploma of a mining
engineer.

His first job as a mining engineer was at the Sulin mines where he worked for more than
three years first as Assistant Manager and later as Manager.

Mirny is a small mining town located in the western part of Sakha Republic (Yakutiya). It
is the centre of Russia’s diamond mining industry. The town was founded in 1959. However, the
settlement of miners and geologists was there in 1955, following the discovery of the Yakutian
diamonds.

Typically a camp is built on-site to accommodate miners, who work in fortnight or
month-long fly-in — fly-out shifts. The Soviet government’s commitment to strategic
development of distant regions resulted in rapid growth of the infrastructure. Mirny town was
founded on April, 3", 1959, in compliance with the decision of the Soviet government and
Communist party.

There are the headquarters of Russia’s largest diamond mining company, Alrosa, and
large high-grade diamond deposits in Mirny and nearby. The population is about 40,000; Mirny
is an administrative centre of the Mirninsky region.

Mirny has all the necessary conveniences and community services, as well as educational
institutions and cultural and sports facilities. Materials, machinery and essential commodities are
delivered by air transport or by the river and road in summer (in large delivery trucks) or by an
ice road in winter.

Mirny is a young town, but it knows and prizes its history. There are three museums — the

Alrosa Museums of History and Production, the Museum of Regional Studies, and the most
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special is the Savrasov Kimberlite Museum — the one and only kimberlite mineralogical
museum. There are numerous memorials in Mirny, including architectural ensembles, such as

monumental Viliuy Circus and picturesque Way to Temple.

Approximately one third of the global, rough diamond production comes from Russia’s
Mirny region. Mirny is a small industrial town in Sakha Republic. The richest diamond deposits
and the largest diamond mines are located in the region. They are the source of national wealth
and sustainable development of Yakutia. The Alrosa Public Joint Stock Company is the largest
rough diamonds producer in the world and with its subsidiaries operates diamond mines and
processing plants in Yakutia and in Arkhangelsk region of Russia and in Republic of Angola.
Mir Mine
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Mir kimberlite pipe is located in Mirny town. The pipe has an oval shape in plan view and
dimensions of 490x320 m.

The diamond content of the pipe is high and the average diamonds grade exceeds 3 carats
per ton. The diamonds from the Mir pipe are characterized by high quality, ands around 75% of
the stones are colourless.

Internatsionalnaya Mine

Internatsionalnaya (Internatsional) kimberlite pipe is located 16 kilometres southwest of
Mirny town. The Internatsionalnaya Pipe was discovered in 1969. The pipe is unique and
characterized by a larger than average crystal size and more regular shape of diamond crystals.
About 70% of all the stones from Internatsionalnaya are colourless.

Komsomolskaya Pipe

The Komsomolskaya kimberlite pipe was discovered in 1974. It is located 490 km from
Mirny town and 17 km from Aikhal setflement.

Open-pit mining was started in 2000. The low diamond content is compensated by a
sufficiently high quality of rough diamonds.

The average diamond grade - 0.38 carats per ton.

Udachnaya Mine

The Udachnaya kimberlite pipe is located 400 km northwest of Mirny town consists of
Western and Eastern ore bodies adjoining in the nearsurface part. Udachnaya was discovered on
June 15, 1955, just two days after the discovery of the diamond pipe Mir by Soviet geologist
Vladimir Shchukin and his team; mining operations started in 1967. The worlds' largest diamond
processing plant #12 was commissioned in 1976. An alluvial deposit was mined prior to the
open-pit mining. For years, the Udachnaya deposit was mined prior to the open-pit mining. For
years, the Udachnaya open pit has been yielding half of all the Russian rough diamond
production. The open pit, which is more than 600 metres deep and one of the deepest open-pit
mine in the world, is closed.

Zarnitsa Mine

The Zarnitsa kimberlite pipe is located 14 km east of Udachny town. The Zarnitsa pipe was
discovered in 1954, and it was the first primary diamond deposit discovered in Russia. Its surface
dimensions are 535x480 m (32 ha). Though Zarnitsa is the second largest kimberlite in Russia
(after Yubileynaya), early stage explorations showed insignificant diamond content. After further
work, initial conclusions were dismissed, and commercial development started in 1999.

Aikhal Mine
The Aikhal kimberlite pipe is located 395 km north of Mirny town. The Aikhal pipe was

discovered in 1960. In 1961, after the discovery of the diamond field the Aikhal settlement was
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established. The settlement is located 500 km north of Mirny, and the population is about 16,000.
The Aikhal mine is being developed by an underground mining method since 2005.

There are also other mines such as Yubileinaya Mine, Nyurbinskaya Mine and
Botubinskaya Mine. Almazy Anabara is subsidiary of Alrosa. It mines seven placer diamond
deposits in the basin of the Anabar River, in the northwestern part of Sakha Republic (Yakutiya).
The deposits are Morgogor, Istok, Holomolokh, Ebelyakh, Gusinoye, Ruchey 41 and Kurung-
Yuryakh.Nizhne-Lenskoye is subsidiary of Alrosa, operating the Molodo and Billyakh alluvial
diamond deposits in the Bulunsky and Anabarsky regions of Yakutia. Russia's other important
diamond deposits are located 80 km northeast of Arkhangelsk city, within the Lomonosov
Diamond Field. Alroca has a joint venture agreement with Catoca SMS for the development of
the Catoca kimberlite pipe in the Republic of Angola

Furthermore, Alrosa acquired a stake in the very promising Luaxe diamond project in
Angola. The exploration and preparation work is underway.

TYPES OF AUTOMATION

Manufacturing is one of the most important application fields for automation technology.

There are several types of automation in manufacturing. The examples of automated systems

used in manufacturing are described below.
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1. Fixed automation, sometimes called "hard automation™ refers to automated machines
in which the equipment configuration allows fixed sequence of processing operations. These
machines are programmed by their design to make only certain processing operations. They are
not easily changed over from one product to another. This form of automation needs high initial
investments and high production rates. That is why it s suitable for products that are made in
large volumes. Examples of fixed automation are machining transfer lines found in the
automobile industry, automatic assembly machines and certain chemical processes.

2. Programmable automation is a form of automation for producing products in large
quantities, ranging from several dozen to several thousand units at a time. For each new product
the production equipment must be reprogrammed and changed over. This reprogramming and
changeover take a period of non-productive time. Production rates is programmable automation
are generally lower than in fixed automation, because the equipment is designed to facilitate
product changeover rather than for product specialization. A numerical-control machine-tool is a
good example of programmable automation. The programme is coded in computer memory for
each different product style and the machine-tool is controlled by the computer programme.

3. Flexible automation is a kind of programmable automation. Programmable automation
requires time to reprogram and change over the production equipment for each series of new
product. This is lost production time, which is expensive. In flexible automation the number of
products is limited so that the changeover of the equipment can be done very quickly and
automatically. The reprogramming of the equipment in flexible automation is done at a computer
terminal without using the production equipment itself. Flexible automation allows a mixture of
different products to be produced one right after another.

Geologic processes produce two basic types of diamond deposits referred to as primary
and secondary sources. Primary sources are the kimberlitic and lamproite pipes that raise
diamonds from the Earth’s mantle where they are formed. Secondary sources formed by erosion
include such deposits as surface scatterings around a pipe, concentrations in river channels, and
fluxes from rivers moved by wave action along ocean coasts. Diamonds are dense and they are
focused at the bottom of active zones of moving sand and gravel.

Alluvial diamonds is the term used to describe diamonds that have been removed from
the primary source (kimberlite) by natural erosive action over million of years, and eventually
deposited in a new environment such as a river bed, an ocean floor or shore line.

Alluvial diamond deposits are found in South Africa, Namibia, Angola, Guinea, Congo,
Liberia and some other countries. The term ‘placer’ is evidently of Spanish derivation and was
used by the early Spanish miners in both North and South America as a name for gold deposits
found in the sands and gravels of streams. Originally, it means “sand bank” or “a place in a
steam where gold was deposited”

This can be seen as a
positive factor, as a total of more air is supplied to the site and therefore a greater load can be
exerted on the gas treatment plant. But the negative is that these leaks are unregulated and can
reach sizes at which the normal airing of lava is disrupted. In addition, in coals prone to self-
ignition, leaks contribute to the occurrence of fires in the developed space. The airing of the
slaughter of the transport track is done by a fan of the local airing, which is installed in the strap
at least 10 meters from the entrance to the lava. The vent is ventilated by the same jet as lava.
However, due to the fact that the breeding culling lags behind the coal slaughter, the top lava
flow is poorly washed by the ventilation jet and is often carbonated, especially in the presence of

a niche. To improve the airing of the duck in it set a sail to direct there part of the air.
